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KAUKAUNA – Last week 5th Assembly Candidate Jim Steineke (R-Vandenbroek) issued a challenge to his opponent Tom Nelson (D-Kaukauna) to appear together in three debates over the last half of October leading up to the election. Steineke says that he would still welcome Nelson’s participation in the events.
